This webinar was organised by UNESCO. The main motive was to do everything big or small to remove 

this vice. The moderator was Dr. Sarita and the speakers were Sri Manoj Shrivastava, a Resource Person 

from CBSE, Tim Curtis from UNESCO, Janelle Babb, UNESCO Officer from Bangkok and last but not the 

least, Mr Anand Rao Vishnu Patel, Additional Secretary, Ministry of Finance from Government of India.

The Principals, Coordinators, Teachers, Parents all should work in a collaborative manner to give every

32% children faces bullying once a month throughout the World. It's a global issue now.

Students face corporal punishment also. Corporal Punishment is banned still some schools utilise it to
